violets and baking spices on the upper shelf. There are no misgivings and no mis-

conception on the pour, which is akin to velour. While the same fruit is there, it�s not 
sweet, and joined by blackberry acidity on the midpalate. Inviting tannins are joined 

by espresso and cloves.�
